THE TIE INTERCEPTOR

Size matters not when it comes to the TIE
Interceptor. At 7.7 m (25 ft. 3in.), it is designed for
maximum speed and agility in battle. Originally
employed by Palpatine's Galactic Empire, the
Interceptor is faster and more manoeuvrable
than other TIE fighters of its time. A new
dagger-shaped wing design with large solar
panel areas provides the necessary additional
power for the large twin ion engines. To enhance
performance in battle, Imperial designers
increased firepower with four Sienar Fleet
Systems L-s9.3 laser cannons and mounts for
optional extra laser cannons.

The pilot's
lateral vision is improved compared to previous TIE
models, giving the Imperial Navy an edge in star battles
against the Rebels."
